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Programming the JR PCM9XII (or XP9303) for scale glider

Daniel Malcman

Despite lots of newer model transmitters
being released by the minute, the JR
PCMOXII remains a solid and reliable piece
of equipment “not ready for the scrap heap
yet”, especially when low cost, high
performance 2.4GHZ frequency hopping
technology modules and receivers are readily
available, very much like extending the
working life of classic aircraft by re fitting
these with glass cockpits.

Scale gliders use greater number of servos
and functions then almost any other form of
radio controlled airplanes, with this comes
greater complexity in programming.

Functionally, scale gliders are similar to “Full
Hose” F3B competition models often sporting
dual ailerons and dual flaps, the main
difference is the mandatory tow release as
well as optional retractable landing gear and
frequently used dual spoilers, not to mention
a vario transmission mode control as offered on certain brands of vario systems.

Few modelers take full advantage of the JR PCMOXII built in functionality, mainly due to the
apparent complexity, but more often due to the sheer difficulty to get things working
correctly.

There are a number of things that frustrate users of the JR PCM9XI|

1. Duplicate naming of (mnemonics) functions.

2. Inconsistent naming of switches and sliders, even within a given model type
(Acro, Heli and Glider).

3. Severe restrictions exist in Device Select options.

4. An abstract form of programming, lacking graphic representation, [can't see the
forest for the trees].

Below may be a typical scenario which sometimes occurs (or re occurs), even to the best of
us;

Despite your best efforts to fully test (debug) your transmitter set up at home, you arrive at
the flying field only to discover that a certain function is not operating as expected, for
example, one of the slide switches is interfering with the retractable landing gear channel.

Attempting to fix this at the flying field only results in more frustration before you pack your
model back in the car for further debugging at home, where you can find more resources
and you are not under pressure to fix the problem.

Over the years | have made several attempts to alleviate some of the above problems with
a degree of success, by typing out “Chanel assignments” and “custom function
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programming tables” for each of my models, | even typed up two or three liner switch
assignment 'small placards' and placed these inside the glider cockpit for pre flight checks.

These were good memory joggers, but did not always show clearly how a particular
function was programmed.

Early in the piece | even mapped out the whole transmitter internals to show what devices
were selectable and what mixes were permissible, all this was helpful but again failed to
show the particular set up in a single glance.

The most recent effort was to develop an “objective graphic representation” of the
programming functions in “control block form”, where the functionality is more readily
apparent.

But first lets have a look at the “Device Select” map of the transmitter as this is the best
place to start before making any channel assignments for a given model:

Device select options are accessible from the “SYSTEM Menu”, and as can be seen,
channels 6 and 7, have very restricted range of selectable inputs, the other point is that on
channel 6, the 'ACT/INH' cannot be inhibited in the transmitter, despite the manual stating
that channels 6 to 9 can be inhibited, however on channel 6, the two selectable slider pots
do not appear to be functioning as illustrated in the manual, only the mixable input appears
to be working, this is just as well, otherwise channel 6 would have very limited utility.

For example; if the retractable under carriage needs to be operated on channels #6 or #7,
then a 'PROGRAMMABLE MIXER' would rout the desired switch to the mixable input and
the 'device select' needs to be disabled , (except for channel #6).

Next we will discuss the Model Specific program mapping for typical models.
